ITEM 4.1 MANLY ELECTORATE - CURL CURL WARD - MILES STREET, 
BROOKVALE - LOADING ZONE 

 

GEOCODES: -33.766722, 151.277002 

REPORT 

BACKGROUND  

A condition of development approval for an Artisan Food and Drink premises at unit 2/11 Ada 
Avenue, Brookvale requires the developer to install a Loading Zone on the Miles Street frontage of 
the property. The developer has provided a plan for the required signposting adjustments for 
Traffic Committee approval.   

LOCATION 

Miles Street is a local road in the Brookvale Industrial Area. It is approximately 12m in width and 
carries low volumes of traffic. It has an 8P timed parking restriction on both sides of the road.   

ISSUES 

The development application is for re-use of an existing building. There is no capacity for off-street 
loading and deliveries to be accommodated and as a result the consent includes a condition that 
requires the applicant to: 

Install a 9m óLoading Zoneô replacing a section of the existing ó8P 8amï6pm Everydayô 
restrictions located immediately west of the existing driveway to Lot 3. The Loading Zone 
is to operate between 7am to 5pm Monday to Friday, east of the óNo Stoppingô Loading 
Zone is to operate between 7am to 5pm Monday to Friday. 

There is an existing driveway on Miles Street immediately to the west of the proposed Loading 
Zone and the developer is also required to remove this redundant driveway, which does not serve 
any off-street parking, and reinstate kerb and gutter so that legal kerbside parking can take place 
where the driveway is located.  

PROPOSAL 

Council has undertaken a review of the location and issues and proposes that the developerôs 
plans for the Loading Zone be approved  

PEDESTRIAN AND CYCLING IMPACT STATEMENT  

This proposal will have the following impact(s) on pedestrians and people cycling: 

¶ The proposal will have no negative impact on people cycling and does not affect any future 
planned facilities 

¶ The proposal does not affect the pedestrian facilities or impacts on walking paths 

PARKING IMPACT STATEMENT 

This proposal will result in the following impact(s)and /or benefits to the provision of parking 
availability: 
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¶  A net loss of 1x 8P timed parking space will occur however this is offset by the creation of 
anew Loading Zone which will provide a benefit not just to this development but also for other 
premises in the vicinity.   

CONSULTATION 

Notification regarding this development application was undertaken as part of the DA assessment 
process and the Loading Zone is being provided to address an issue arising from the DA referrals. 
The level of impact is minor and benefits commercial premises in the vicinity, no additional 
consultation is considered warranted.  

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS 

If approved, this proposal will be funded by the developer. 

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS  

No adverse environmental impacts are expected from approval of this proposal. 

TIMING  

The proposal will be installed within 12 months of approval. 

RECOMMENDATION 

That the Traffic Committee supports the: 

1. Introduction of a 9m Loading Zone on the south side of Miles Street, Brookvale on the side 
frontage of 11 Ada Avenue east of Ada Avenue.

ROAD, BAYVIEW - NO PARKING MOTOR VEHICLE EXCEPTED

REPORT 

BACKGROUND  

Council has reviewed the limited parking opportunities near Gibson Marina Bayview and St Lukeôs 
Grammar Bayview. The issue is exacerbated by long-term parking of boats and trailers in this area.  
The matter was also raised by Councilôs Road Safety Officers due to the impact this was having on 
parking opportunities at the nearby St Lukes campus and the ensuing driver behaviour issues on 
Pittwater Road. 

LOCATION 

¶ This section of Pittwater Road is classified as a Regional Road with posted speed limit of 
50km/h. There is a school zone in the proposed area. 

¶ This road section is a two-way two-lane road with marked edge lines to identify road 
shoulder areas for on-street parallel parking spaces. 

¶ This road section is surrounded by Maybanke Cove on the northern side and low-density 
residential homes on the other side. It is roughly 130m south of St Lukes Grammar School. 

¶ There are several 90-degree parking spaces to the east of the proposed area, which are 
under 6-hour Timed Parking restrictions as approved by the August 2022 Local Traffic 
Committee meeting. 

ISSUES 

Lack of on-street parking opportunities for residents, visitors, and parents that are exacerbated by 
the long-term parking boats and trailers in the area. 

PROPOSAL 

Council has undertaken a review of the location and issues and proposes to install approximately 
85m of No Parking Motor Vehicle Excepted on the northern side of Pittwater Road between the 
existing Bus Zone and the 90-degree parking spaces (which are subject to timed parking 
restrictions). It is also proposed to introduce the restriction in the parking indent on the southern 
side of Pittwater Road in front of No 1941 to No. 1951 Pittwater Road. 

PEDESTRIAN AND CYCLING IMPACT STATEMENT  

This proposal will have the following impact(s) on pedestrians and people cycling: 

¶ The proposal will have no impact on people cycling and does not affect any future planned 
facilities 

¶ The proposal does not affect the pedestrian facilities or impacts on walking paths 

PARKING IMPACT STATEMENT 

This proposal will result in the following impact(s)and /or benefits to the provision of parking 
availability: 
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¶   Improve the overall parking availability for motor vehicles and drivers visiting the area 

CONSULTATION 

Consultation letters have been distributed to 61 properties within the immediate vicinity of the 
location providing notification of the proposed changes. The responses are noted in Attachment 2 
ï Table of Consultation. 

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS 

If approved, this proposal will be funded from the new signs and lines budget. 

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS  

No adverse environmental impacts are expected from approval of this proposal. 

TIMING 

The proposal will be installed within 3 months of approval.  

RECOMMENDATION 

That the Traffic Committee supports the: 

1. Installation of approximately 85m of No Parking Motor Vehicle Excepted on the northern 
side of Pittwater Road between the existing Bus Zone and the 90-degree parking spaces 
(which are subject to timed parking restrictions), and in the parking indent on the southern 
side of Pittwater Road in front of No 1941 to No. 1951 Pittwater Road.

REPORT 

BACKGROUND  

In November 2024 the Land and Environment Court issued consent to a development at 16 
MacPherson Street Warriewood for 28 dwellings and associated infrastructure and roadworks. One 
of the conditions applied to the consent requires the applicant to lodge plans for a Roads Act 
approval for works on the public road frontages of the site in Brands Lane and MacPherson Street 

LOCATION 

The development site is located on the northwestern corner of the intersection of MacPherson 
Street and Brands Lane. The development for 28 town houses supported by an internal road 
network will take place on land formerly occupied by a nursery. The site is located within the 
Warriewood Valley Land Release area with the public road network required in the land Release 
area required to conform with details outlined in the Warriewood Valley Roads Masterplan 
(WVRM). This outlines requirements for widths of road, indented parking bays, required locations 
and widths for shared paths and footpaths and other matters.    

ISSUES 

Although the development provides adequate parking to meet the residential parking requirements 
of the Pittwater DCP, the internal road network provides no visitor parking. As a result, the 
development consent has required that the developer construct indented parking bays with a 4P 
time restriction in both Brands Lane and MacPherson Street to ensure that visitors to this 
development and adjacent land have adequate parking with an appropriate time restriction.  

The developer has also been required to reconstruct an existing painted mini-roundabout at the 
junction of Brands Lane with the developmentôs internal private road network. The painted 
roundabout will be replaced with a mountable concrete roundabout.  

There is an existing No Stopping restriction on the north side of Brands Lane west of the existing 
painted roundabout. This will be retained. It is also proposed to introduce a No Stopping restriction 
on both sides of Brands Lane east of the proposed roundabout as the lane will only have a kerb-to-
kerb width of 6m.  

Additional works not requiring traffic committee approval include a shared path consistent with the 
WVRM required widths on the northwest side of Brands Lane, pram ramp connections across 
Brands Lane and MacPherson Street and streetlighting improvements are also proposed.  

The Brands Lane kerb returns at MacPherson Street have been designed to accommodate 
concurrent ingress/egress by Councilôs 10.5m rear loading waste collection truck and a B99 
vehicle.   

In addition to the above, The WVRM envisages a roundabout at the intersection of Brands Lane 
and MacPherson Street. This roundabout is to be funded from developer contributions collected 
under the Warriewood Valley Developer contributions plan. This work does not form part of the 
package of works required to be delivered by the developer under this development consent and 
the roundabout will be designed and implemented separately by Council. The proposed works on 
Brands Lane do not conflict with the future provision of the roundabout.   A concept drawing for this 
roundabout to demonstrate a potential arrangement is shown in attachment 5 
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PROPOSAL 

Council has undertaken a review of the location and issues and proposes that the developerôs plan 
for intended parking bays, 4P timed parking and reconstruction of the existing painted roundabout 
on Brands Lane as a concrete roundabout be approved.  

PEDESTRIAN AND CYCLING IMPACT STATEMENT  

This proposal will have the following impact(s) on pedestrians and people cycling: 

¶ The proposals outlined in the broader Roads Act approval documentation will enhance the 
pedestrian network through the Warriewood Valley completing a shared path connection 
along the length of Brands Lane and will have a positive impact on people cycling and does 
not affect any future planned facilities 

¶ The broader scope of works covered by the Roads Act approval proposal will also extend 
and enhance pedestrian facilities in the area and the proposed work do not impacts natively 
on walking paths 

PARKING IMPACT STATEMENT 

This proposal will result in the following impact(s)and /or benefits to the provision of parking 
availability: 

¶ Increased availability of parking on the public road network with an appropriate time 
restriction to cater for visitor parking activity during daylight hours.   

¶ As the restrictions apply between 8am and 6pm Monday to Sunday. The parking spaces will 
be available for residents longer term use overnight.  

CONSULTATION 

Consultation regarding this matter was undertaken through the development application 
assessment and subsequent court proceedings with the proposed changes being made to 
specifically address issues and concerns raised through these processes. As a result, additional 
consultation on the recommended measures has not been undertaken. 

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS  

If approved, these proposals will be funded by the developer. 

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS  

No adverse environmental impacts are expected from approval of this proposal. 

TIMING  

The proposal will be installed within 12 months of approval. 

RECOMMENDATION 

That the Traffic Committee supports the: 

1. Installation of indented parking bays on the south side of Brands Lane and the east side 
MacPherson Street fronting the 16 MacPherson Street  

2. Implementation of 4P timed parking restrictions applying 8am to 6pm Monday to Sunday 
within those indented parking bays

3. Introduction of a No Stopping restriction on both sides of Brands Lane east other than in 
the indented parking bay.

GEOCODES: -33.632709, 151.316413 

REPORT 

BACKGROUND  

Council has reviewed the access issue following an incident of fire brigade not being able to pass 
through the section of Hilltop Road, Avalon Beach between No. 39 to No. 47 due to the narrowed 
road width with vehicles parking on both sides of the road. 

LOCATION 

¶ While Hilltop Road is not directly located within a high-risk bushfire prone area in 
Angophora Reserve, the southern end past No. 65 is classified as a vegetation buffer area 

¶ The sealed road width of this road section is less than 6m. There is an unsealed road 
shoulder on the western side where vehicles normally park. However, it is still challenging 
to maintain 3m of trafficable width when vehicles park opposite each other 

¶ The surrounding land use mainly consists of low-density residential homes. Hilltop Road is 
a No Through road with several local shops at the northern end between Hudson Parade 
and Chisholm Avenue 

ISSUES 

Limited road access for larger vehicles like waste and emergency services when vehicles park 
inappropriately at the narrow road section. 

PROPOSAL 

Council has undertaken a review of the location and issues and proposes to install roughly 80m of 
No Stopping yellow kerb line on the eastern side of Hilltop Road between the existing two-way 
barrier (double dividing) lines. 

PEDESTRIAN AND CYCLING IMPACT STATEMENT  

This proposal will have the following impact(s) on pedestrians and people cycling: 

¶ The proposal will have no impact on people cycling and does not affect any future planned 
facilities 

¶ The proposal does not affect the pedestrian facilities or impacts on walking paths 

PARKING IMPACT STATEMENT 

This proposal will result in the following impact(s)and /or benefits to the provision of parking 
availability: 

¶ The total parking capacity is not affected by designating legal parking spaces to one side of 
the street and improving compliance 
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CONSULTATION 

Consultation letters have been distributed to 33 properties within the immediate vicinity of the 
location providing notification of the proposed changes. The responses are noted in Attachment 2 
ï Table of Consultation. 

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS 

If approved, this proposal will be funded from the new signs and lines budget. 

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS  

No adverse environmental impacts are expected from approval of this proposal. 

TIMING 

The proposal will be installed within 3 months of approval. 

RECOMMENDATION 

That the Traffic Committee supports the: 

1. Installation of No Stopping yellow kerb line on the eastern side of Hilltop Road between the 
existing two-way barrier (double dividing) lines, from No. 39 to No. 47 Hilltop Road.
