2.1 MINUTES OF THE NORTHERN BEACHES COUNCIL LOCAL TRANSPORT 
FORUM MEETING HELD ON 2 SEPTEMBER 2025 

RECOMMENDATION 

That the minutes of the Northern Beaches Council Local Transport Forum Meeting held on 2 
September 2025, copies of which were previously circulated to all members, be confirmed as a 
true and correct record of the proceedings of that meeting.

ITEM 4.1 MANLY ELECTORATE - MANLY WARD - RICKARD STREET, 
BALGOWLAH - NO PARKING 

 

GEOCODES: -33.792246, 151.259668 

REPORT 

BACKGROUND  

Rickard Street, Balgowlah has reduced road width due to vehicles parking on both sides of the 
street near its intersection with Brighton Street, Balgowlah. The parking activity narrows the usable 
road width and creates unsafe conditions as it leaves insufficient room for the movement of 
vehicles, particularly for emergency vehicles, delivery trucks and waste collection trucks. 

LOCATION 

¶ Rickard Street, Balgowlah is a local road that caters for two-way traffic, with a speed limit of 
50km/h. 

¶ Rickard Street is located between Brighton Street and Sydney Road, Balgowlah.  

¶ Adjacent land uses consist of low to medium density housing. 

¶ On-street parking is generally unrestricted; however, existing No Parking restrictions are 
located between No.2 and adjacent to No.8 and No.7 to No.10 Rickard Street, North 
Balgowlah.  

¶ Northern Beaches Local Traffic Committee approved an extension of the existing No Stopping 
restrictions with No Stopping Unbroken Yellow Kerb Lines at the intersection of Rickard & 
Sydney Road, Balgowlah. Further, the introduction of No Parking restrictions approximately 32 
metres in length from the southern edge of the driveway at No.442 Sydney Road to the 
northern side of the driveway at No.2 Rickard Street, Balgowlah as item 4.31 on 6 October 
2020.  

ISSUES 

¶ Narrow road width in this section of road due to vehicle parking, restricts visibility, and restricts 
carriageway width to a single lane of traffic often less than 3m. Insufficient for safe passage of 
trucks.  

¶ Vehicles parking close to or opposite driveways restricting visibility and affecting access for 
vehicles entering and exiting driveways. 

¶ Illegal parking across or encroaching on driveways. 

¶ Pedestrian and road safety concerns. 

PROPOSAL 

Council has undertaken a review of the location and proposes a óNo Parkingô restriction on the 
west side of Rickard Street along the frontage of No.19 Rickard Street and the Rickard Street 
frontage of No.1 Brighton Street, Balgowlah. The proposal will provide for parking on one side of 
Rickard Street improving the ability for opposing vehicles to pass safely and leaving adequate 
space for larger vehicles needing access to the street notable waste collection and emergency 
services vehicles. The change will also assist vehicles to enter/exit driveways more easily.   

The proposed change leaves one parking space on the western side of Rickard Street in front of 
17A Rickard Street. A vehicle parked in this space does not impact upon access along the street 
due to the double driveway located opposite. 
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PEDESTRIAN AND CYCLING IMPACT STATEMENT  

This proposal will have the following impact(s) on pedestrians and people cycling: 

¶ The proposal will have no impact on people cycling and does not affect any future planned 
facilities. 

¶ The proposal does not affect the pedestrian facilities, nor does it impact walking paths. 

PARKING IMPACT STATEMENT 

This proposal will result in the following impact(s)and /or benefits to the provision of parking 
availability: 

¶ The proposal will reduce the number of on-street parking spaces on Rickard Street by four. 
This is however balanced against the improved ability of residents to access their off-street 
parking and receive more reliable waste collection from their street. 

CONSULTATION 

Consultation letters have been distributed to 197 properties within the immediate vicinity of the 
location providing notification of the proposed changes. The responses are noted in Attachment 2 
ï Table of Consultation. 

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS 

If approved, this proposal will be funded from the new signs and lines budget. 

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS  

No adverse environmental impacts are expected from approval of this proposal. 

TIMING  

The proposal will be installed within 3 months of approval. 

 

RECOMMENDATION 

That the Local Transport Forum supports the: 

1. The introduction of full time No Parking restrictions on the west side of Rickard Street 
along the frontage of No.19 Rickard Street and the Rickard Street frontage of No.1

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ITEM 4.2 PITTWATER ELECTORATE - PITTWATER WARD - HILLTOP ROAD, 
AVALON BEACH - TIME PARKING RESTRICTIONS 

 

GEOCODES: -33.629439, 151.316786 

REPORT 

BACKGROUND  

Council has received concerns from local businesses regarding the limited availability of on-street 
parking on Hilltop Road between Hudson Parade and Chisholm Avenue for their customers. 

LOCATION 

¶ Hilltop Road is a local road, aligned in a north-south direction between Hudson Parade to 
the north and terminating in a cul de sac at its southern end. 

¶ Hilltop Road generally has a carriageway width of approximately 6 metres, however, in front 
of the shops on its eastern side near Hudson Parade, it widens to 14 metres, which 
facilitates on-street parallel parking on the western side and 90-degree angled parking on 
the eastern side, outside the shops.  

¶ Further south, Hilltop Road is a narrow two-way road without any kerb and gutter and 
limited possibilities for on-street parking.  

¶ Hilltop Road has a default speed limit of 50km/h. 

¶ Land use on the properties fronting the 90-degree parking bays is E1 ï Local Centre with 
other land in Hilltop Road to the west and south of the site zoned Environmental Living (C4) 
with is some Low-Density Residential zoning (R2) further east of the site on Hudson 
Parade.  

¶ There is no footpath on either side of Hilltop Road other than on the shop frontage. 

 

ISSUES 

¶ There are currently only 3 timed parking spaces within the 13 space, 90-degree angle 
parking bays fronting the Hilltop Road shops. These are all 1/2P timed parking.  

¶ Unrestricted parking in the remaining 10 spaces in the 90-degree angle parking bays leads 
to long-term parking activity by residents, shopkeepers and others, leading to insufficient 
parking availability for local business customers or for residential visitors. 

¶ There is a range of business types with varying needs in terms of customer parking 
duration, ranging from high turnover ½ hour parking for uses such as a convenience store 
or bottle shop, to longer stay parking of up to 4 hours duration for a hairdresser.   

¶ There are limited options for on-street parking for residents and their visitors with parking of 
a longer duration, ideally unrestricted most appropriate for their use.   

¶ Overstaying in the existing time restricted parking spaces by customers of business 
premises requiring longer term parking reduces availability of high turnover parking for 
quick stops.  
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PROPOSAL 

Council has undertaken a review of the location and issues and proposes to install a mix of time 
restrictions in the remaining unrestricted parking spaces to cater for all business types i.e ó4P 8am-
5pm Everydayô for two parking spaces and ó2P 8am-5pm Everydayô for the rest of the 8 spaces. 
Before 8am and after 5pm the spaces would be unrestricted catering for the parking needs of 
residents or their visitors who may require longer term overnight parking. 

Out of 33 objections received, 31 objections were from the hair studio owner and customers. While 
this huge number of non-support skews the results, Council believes that these concerns can be 
addressed by the addition of 4P parking spaces. 

PEDESTRIAN AND CYCLING IMPACT STATEMENT  

This proposal will have the following impact(s) on pedestrians and people cycling: 

¶ The proposal will have no impact on people cycling and does not affect any future planned 
facilities 

¶ The proposal does not affect the pedestrian facilities or impacts on walking paths 

CONSULTATION 

Consultation letters have been distributed to 39 properties within the immediate vicinity of the 
location providing notification of the proposed changes. The responses are noted in Attachment 2 
ï Table of Consultation. 

 

RECOMMENDATION 

That the Local Transport Forum supports the: 

1. Installation of Four Hour (4P) 8am ï 5pm Everyday Timed Parking restrictions in two 
unrestricted spaces, near the hairdresser and  

2. Installation of Two Hour (2P) 8am ï 5pm Everyday Timed Parking restrictions on eight 
unrestricted spaces.

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ITEM 4.3 PITTWATER ELECTORATE - PITTWATER WARD - 7 HILLCREST 
AVENUE, MONA VALE - NO PARKING MOTOR VEHICLE EXCEPTED  

 

GEOCODES: -33.670618, 151.316198 

REPORT 

BACKGROUND  

Council has reviewed the recent implementation of parking changes on Hillcrest Avenue, Mona 
Vale as a result of the Local Transport Forum (previously Local Traffic Committee) meeting in 
March 2025 and discovered that the partial removal of Two-way Barrier Lines near No. 7 Hillcrest 
Avenue has created 2 unrestricted kerbside parking spaces. These 2 newly created spaces are not 
subject to a similar No Parking Motor Vehicle Excepted restriction on the remaining sections of 
Hillcrest Avenue. Hence, Council is proposing to standardise the restrictions for clarity, improved 
safety conditions near a road curve and potentially better compliance behaviours. 

LOCATION 

¶ Hillcrest Avenue is a No Through Road with a 50km/h speed limit. The road predominantly 
carries local traffic but also provides access to the North Mona Vale Headland Reserve. 

¶ The road width near the western end is approximately 7.3m with the footpath, kerb and gutter 
on the northeastern side of the road. 

¶ Two-way Barrier Lines run along the centre of the road from the intersection of Barrenjoey 
Road to the driveway of No. 7 Hillcrest Avenue. The line was reduced in length and replaced 
with No Stopping kerb lines based on the March LTC meeting decision. 

¶ Majority of the street is subject to No Parking Motor Vehicle Excepted restrictions, with a few 
Timed Parking spaces on weekends at the cul-de-sac. 

ISSUES 

The 2 newly created spaces as a result of partial centreline removal are not under the No Parking 
Motor Vehicle Excepted restrictions. The inconsistency in parking restrictions may attract 
undesirable vehicle types (caravans / trailers etc) to park near the road curve and become traffic 
hazards. 

PROPOSAL 

Council has undertaken a review of the location and issues and proposes to: 

¶ Install No Parking Motor Vehicle Excepted for the 2 new kerbside parking spaces. 

PEDESTRIAN AND CYCLING IMPACT STATEMENT  

This proposal will have the following impact(s) on pedestrians and people cycling: 

¶ The proposal will have no impact on people cycling and does not affect any future planned 
facilities 

¶ The proposal does not affect the pedestrian facilities or impact walking paths 

PARKING IMPACT STATEMENT 

This proposal will result in the following impact(s)and /or benefits to the provision of parking 
availability: 
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¶   Consistency in parking restrictions and no impact on the number of legal parking spaces 

CONSULTATION 

Consultation letters have been distributed to 25 properties within the immediate vicinity of the 
location providing notification of the proposed changes. The responses are noted in Attachment 2 
ï Table of Consultation. 

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS 

If approved, this proposal will be funded from the new signs and lines budget. 

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS  

No adverse environmental impacts are expected from approval of this proposal. 

TIMING 

The proposal will be installed within 3 months of approval. 

RECOMMENDATION 

That the Local Transport Forum supports the: 

1. Installation of No Parking Motor Vehicle Excepted between No. 7 and 9 Hillcrest Avenue,

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ITEM 4.4 PITTWATER ELECORATE - PITTWATER WARD - RAYNER ROAD, 
WHALE BEACH - TIMED NO PARKING (GARBAGE COLLECTION)  

 

GEOCODES: -33.617961, 151.337391 

REPORT 

BACKGROUND  

Council has reviewed the current parking conditions on Rayner Road, Whale Beach regarding the 
access difficulties experienced by waste collection vehicles. Due to the combined effect of limited 
road width, roadside vegetation, and on-street parking on the southern side of Rayner Road, waste 
trucks often find it difficult to traverse the street and turn around to exit. Therefore, Council 
proposes to restrict parking on garbage collection days (i.e. Mondays) to improve truck access. 

LOCATION 

¶ Rayner Road is a No Through road of approximately 210m length, providing access to local 
residential properties.  

¶ Unrestricted parallel parking is located opposite No. 3 Rayner Road (on the northern side), 
where the road width is approximately 6.5m and sufficient to accommodate waste truck 
access. The remaining sections on the northern side are currently signposted as No 
Parking. 

¶ The other sections of Rayner Road past No. 3 are generally less than 5m wide. A dish drain 
located along the southern side, allows some vehicle parking by encroaching onto the road 
shoulder. However, this arrangement cannot guarantee safe access for garbage collection 
vehicles. 

ISSUES 

Garbage trucks have experienced difficulties accessing Rayner Road and safely turning around 
due to parked vehicles on the narrow street. 

PROPOSAL 

Council has undertaken a review of the location and issues and proposes to: 

¶ Install Timed No Parking 6am ï 6pm MONDAY (Garbage Collection) on the southern side 
of Rayner Road where it is currently unrestricted parking. 

PEDESTRIAN AND CYCLING IMPACT STATEMENT  

This proposal will have the following impact(s) on pedestrians and people cycling: 

¶ The proposal will have no impact on people cycling and does not affect any future planned 
facilities 

¶ The proposal does not affect the pedestrian facilities or impacts on walking paths 

PARKING IMPACT STATEMENT 

This proposal will result in the following impact(s)and /or benefits to the provision of parking 
availability: 
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¶ Approximately 13 to 14 on-street parking spaces on the southern side of Rayner Road will 
become unavailable during daytime on waste collection days (Mondays) 

CONSULTATION 

Consultation letters have been distributed to 29 properties within the immediate vicinity of the 
location providing notification of the proposed changes. The responses are noted in Attachment 2 
ï Table of Consultation. 

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS 

If approved, this proposal will be funded from the new signs and lines budget. 

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS  

No adverse environmental impacts are expected from approval of this proposal. 

TIMING 

The proposal will be installed within 3 months of approval. 

RECOMMENDATION 

That the Local Transport Forum supports the: 

1. Installation of No Parking 6am ï 6pm MONDAY (Garbage Collection) on the southern side 
of Rayner Road where it is currently unrestricted parking.

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ITEM 4.5 WAKEHURST ELECTORATE - MANLY WARD - 146 OLD PITTWATER 
ROAD, BROOKVALE - TIMED PARKING RESTRICTIONS 

 

GEOCODES: -33.767799, 151.262568 

REPORT 

BACKGROUND  

Council has reviewed parking concerns along Old Pittwater Road, Brookvale, due to the high 
demand for on-street spaces within the industrial and commercial precinct. Feedback from 
businesses and property owners highlighted that long-term parking by staff, mechanical 
workshops, and trailers reduces turnover and restricts availability for short-stay customers. Staff 
propose to introduce timed parking in front of 146 Old Pittwater Road to improve customer access 
and overall parking turnover. 

LOCATION 

¶ Old Pittwater Road is a collector road located within a busy industrial/commercial precinct in 
Brookvale. The street accommodates a mix of uses including cafes, offices, warehouses, 
panel beaters, mechanical workshops and service industries. 

¶ The carriageway width varies between approximately 7.0m and 9.0m, which allows for 
parallel parking on both sides of the street. 

¶ Parking demand is consistently high, with long-term occupation of on-street spaces by staff 
and by businesses using the kerbside as overflow storage for vehicles awaiting repair. In 
many cases, vehicles remain parked for several days or weeks. 

¶ Trailers and oversized vehicles are also frequently observed, further limiting space turnover. 

¶ While Warringah Mall provides alternative parking opportunities nearby, these are not 
convenient for short-term business patrons. 

¶ The Old Pittwater Road is currently unrestricted and usually occupied for most of the day, 
limiting turnover and short-stay availability. 

 
ISSUES 

Limited availability of short-term parking for customers visiting businesses on Old Pittwater Road. 
Long-term parking by staff, mechanical workshops, and storage of vehicles/trailers reduces 
turnover.  

PROPOSAL 

Council has undertaken a review of the location and issues and proposes to introduce 1P Timed 
Parking in front of number 146 Old Pittwater Road, Brookvale, applying 7am to 3pm, Monday to 
Friday and 7am to 12pm on Saturdays. This will improve short-stay access for business patrons 
and increase turnover in the immediate area. 
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PEDESTRIAN AND CYCLING IMPACT STATEMENT  

This proposal will have the following impact(s) on pedestrians and people cycling: 

¶ The proposal will have no impact on people cycling and does not affect any future planned 
facilities. 

¶ The proposal does not affect the pedestrian facilities or impact on walking paths. 

PARKING IMPACT STATEMENT 

This proposal will result in the following impact(s)and /or benefits to the provision of parking 
availability: 

¶ The proposal will improve the turnover of existing on-street parking. 

¶ It will not reduce the total legal number of parking spaces but will ensure spaces are more 
efficiently used by preventing long-term occupation. 

¶ Improved access for business patrons is expected, while long-stay parking demand will 
continue to be accommodated in unrestricted areas nearby. 

CONSULTATION 

Consultation letters have been distributed to 650 properties within the immediate vicinity of the 
location providing notification of the proposed changes. The responses are noted in Attachment 2 
ï Table of Consultation. 

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS 

If approved, this proposal will be funded from the new signs and lines budget. 

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS  

No adverse environmental impacts are expected from approval of this proposal. 

TIMING  

The proposal will be installed within 3 months of approval. 

 

RECOMMENDATION 

That the Local Transport Forum supports the: 

1. Installation of 1P Timed Parking in front of number 146 Old Pittwater Road, Brookvale, 
applying 7am to 3pm, Monday to Friday and 7am to 12pm on Saturdays.

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ITEM 4.6 WAKEHURST ELECTORATE - NARRABEEN AND CURL CURL WARD 
- WILLANDRA ROAD, BEACON HILL - BUS ZONES & PEDESTRIAN 
REFUGE 

 

GEOCODES: -33.747020, 151.263212 

REPORT 

BACKGROUND  

In May 2025 the Land and Environment Court issued consent to a new apartment building within 
an existing seniors housing development at 8 Lady Penrhyn Drive including changes to driveways 
and landscaping. There are a number of outstanding road infrastructure works that had been 
required in conjunction with previous consents on the site that had not been completed. A number 
of deferred commencement conditions were applied to the latest consent requiring that the 
outstanding works including road infrastructure and footpath works be completed prior to activation 
of the consent. This Transport Forum report seeks approval for some of those required works 
notably a pedestrian refuge and two new bus stops on Willandra Road and a right turn bay on Lady 
Penrhyn Drive.  

LOCATION 

The development site is located on the northwestern corner of the intersection of Willandra Road 
and Lady Penrhyn Drive, Beacon Hill. The development currently comprises 8 buildings for seniors 
housing and the latest approval is for a 9th building on the site with this building containing 4 
Independent Living Units for seniors housing. The overall development is supported by an internal 
road network with vehicle access from both Lady Penrhyn Drive and Willandra Road. As a seniors 
housing development, access to public transport is required. To facilitate this, it is required to 
create two new bus stops on either side of Willandra Road and a pedestrian refuge with connecting 
footpaths to facilitate access to and from the bus stops.   

ISSUES 

¶ The nearest bus stops to the development are currently located in McIntosh Street east of 
Parr Parade. This is right at the 400m limit permitted for access to public transport and 
requires pedestrians to use footpaths that are in excess of acceptable grades. To address 
this issue new bus stops on either side of Willandra Road nearer to the development and 
accessed by an appropriately graded ramp are proposed.   

¶ Willandra Road is a regional road that carries high volumes of traffic. To ensure that buses 
stopping at the northbound bus stop do not block the flow of traffic, an indented bus bay is 
to be created.   

¶ Pedestrian access over Willandra Road is currently facilitated by substandard splitter 
islands and pram ramps at a multilane roundabout. This is not the safest solution at this 
location. To address this, it is proposed to remove the existing ramp ramps and fill the gap 
in the splitter island. A new pedestrian refuge north of the intersection on Willandra Road is 
to be constructed where sight lines are better and there are not traffic movements from 
multiple directions for pedestrians to contend with.   

¶ Right turn access to the development off Lady Penrhyn Drive is currently on a corner with 
poor sight lines and there is concern that rear end collisions may result. To address this 
issue, a short right turn storage bay is to be created.     
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PROPOSAL 

Council has undertaken a review of the location and issues and proposes that the developerôs plan 
for a pedestrian refuge, two bus stops supported by Bus Zones, connecting footpaths, bus stop 
seating and DDA compliant hardstand areas on Willandra Road and a right turn bay on Lady 
Penrhyn Drive be approved.    

PEDESTRIAN AND CYCLING IMPACT STATEMENT  

This proposal will have the following impact(s) on pedestrians and people cycling: 

¶ The proposal will have no impact on people cycling and does not affect any future planned 
facilities 

¶ The proposal enhances pedestrian facilities and improves walking paths 

PARKING IMPACT STATEMENT 

This proposal will result in the following impact(s)and /or benefits to the provision of parking 
availability: 

¶ While the proposal will require in the installation of No Stopping and Bus Zone restrictions on 
Willandra Road which technically removes parking these restrictions are being installed in a 
location where there is little existing parking activity and any parking loss is offset by the 
improvements which will encourage more active and public transport travel.   

CONSULTATION 

Consultation regarding this matter was undertaken through the development application 
assessment and subsequent court proceedings with the proposed changes being made to 
specifically address issues and concerns raised through these processes and to fulfil conditions of 
development consent. As a result, additional consultation on the recommended measures has not 
been undertaken. 

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS  

If approved, this proposal will be funded by the developer. 

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS  

No adverse environmental impacts are expected from approval of this proposal. 

TIMING  

The proposal will be installed within 12 months of approval. 

RECOMMENDATION

east of Lady Penrhyn Drive

3. Introduction of a bus stop, Bus Zone and DDA compliant hardstand area on the south side 
of Willandra Road east of Lady Penrhyn Drive 
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4. Introduction of a short right turn bay on Lady Penrhyn Drive south of the vehicle crossing
